Anti Bullying Policy

1 Croft JFC acknowledges that no one deserves to be the victim of bulling and 
everyone deserves the right to be treated with respect. The FA define bulling as 
a form of abuse and therefore it is the responsibility of everyone involved with 
Croft JFC whatever their role to ensure any incident of bulling will not be 
tolerated and is dealt with appropriately.
Bullying can be identified in three main categories; physical (e.g. hitting, kicking, 
theft) Verbal (e.g. threats, name calling, racist remarks) Emotional (e.g. isolating an 
individual from an activity)

2. Croft JFC will:

· Take all signs or reports of bullying seriously and investigate all allegations.

· Ensure the Codes of Conduct are enforced of which anti-bullying is a part.
· Provide support for the victim.

· Provide support for the manager/coach of the victim.

· Support the bully/ies to change their behaviour and acknowledge there may be reasons for this behaviour which cause concern.

3. Guidance on responding to bullying:

    The person in charge should:

· Ensure the victim is safe.

· Support the victim and help them to speak out telling the person in charge e.g. manager/coach, Club Welfare Officer (CWO) or another adult.

· Speak to the victim and bully/ies separately.

· Try to get the bully/ies to understand the consequences of their behaviour
· Seek an apology from the bully/ies to the victim.

· Inform the parents/guardians of both the victim and the bully/ies. Keep both parties informed of action taken.

· Insist on the return of items ‘borrowed’ or stolen. Seek compensation for items lost or broken.

· Encourage and support the bully/ies to change their behaviour; there may be reasons for this behaviour which cause concern.

· If necessary inform the CWO or other Officers, if the problem persists or in serious cases the Club will need to impose sanctions.
· In serious cases the CWO may need to report to the County FA Child Protection Officer.

· Keep a factual written record of the incident and action taken. Avoid opinion and hearsay.

NOTE: If the allegation of bullying is against an adult, Manager/Coach, parent/guardian or spectator The Club Welfare Officer MUST be informed. Who will investigate the allegation.
